CASA Vice Presidents Trophy.
Now, Sarah Glencross Volunteer of the Year Award
The trophy (14” Siver Plate) was presented in memory of CW Griffin (Egremont ASC and Cumbria) in 2000 and originally awarded to recognise the work of key Cumbrian Officers and Volunteers involved in swimming. 
Trophy to be awarded to the volunteer(s) (affiliated to CASA/ the 8 County Clubs) who have made a significant contribution to aquatic sport (swimming, diving, Waterpolo, artistic swimming) within the county and have not received any formal recognition, essentially our “unsung heroes”. 
The trophy will be presented annually at the CASA Diddy League Grand Final for the previous year, e.g. 2026 presentation will cover 2025 achievements-winner(s).
The reintroduction of the award supports the initiatives of Swim North West and Swim England to recognise our army of volunteers who give their time unselfishly for the benefit of aquatic sport.
Volunteers include-
Club and County Swimming Coaches
All Officials J1-Referee and include AOE operators.
Young Volunteers.
Club Administrators e.g. Chair Person, Secretaries, Treasurers, Gala Secretaries, Fund raisers etc. or those who have been in one of these positions and continue to volunteer in other ways.
County Administrators e.g. Secretaries- COWL, Masters, Records Officers, Diddy, Team Manager, Head Coach etc.
Exclusions.
County President, Chair, Vice Chair, Secretary and Treasurer.
Individuals in receipt of significant awards from CASA e.g. Hall of Fame, Life Vice President etc.
Those who have achieved significant recognition from a recognised swimming body or sports body for their contribution in their local-county-national world of “swimming.” 
Process
Clubs/County will nominate individual’s or teams in writing on a simple form (like the HoF application). Submission will be limited to 1 per club-county
Submission requested by 30 April each year, 
The submissions will be reviewed by the existing CASA Recognition Panel who will select an individual /team. They will then seek endorsement from the Senior Exec Members regarding their selection (Chair/Vice Chair/Secretary/Treasurer), The annual winner will be noted in the minutes of the Executive and recorded in a roll of honour on the CASA Web Site. 

Criteria, further guidance for potential candidates:
Individual or team of people who have provided coaching, officiating, administration, or volunteering a significant contribution to the sport of “swimming” representing their club and or the County (CASA).
Will have provided the sport extended continuous dedication, unselfish contribution whilst going above and beyond.
Individual who is considered an Un-sung hero and has made a significant contribution to their club or county
Application should identify those individuals or teams of: Administrators/Officials/Coaches/Volunteers, the activities they perform, post/roles held (club/county/region), level of commitment to the sport including any achievements -recognition attained.
Application in writing, maximum 150-200 words and endorsed by their club Chair-County Chair prior to submission. 
As this process is a new initiative it will be reviewed on an annual basis and improvements made as necessary.
